FY24 ArcGIS StoryMap Guidance
ArcGIS StoryMaps provide a creative and interactive way for DEVELOP teams to communicate their project. Due to Agency-wide licensing constraints, DEVELOP teams can only contribute to StoryMaps by providing partners a “content document” and associated images that the partners can then input into a StoryMap hosted on their organizational ArcGIS Online account. 
**Ensure your partner(s) have an active Esri license that allows them to host StoryMaps prior to pursuing this optional Creative Communications deliverable**
Deadlines
1. Rough Draft: Week 7 COB

a. Submit your RD content document and associated images in the same folder in the Creative Communication SharePoint deliverable folder.
b. Rough drafts should be as complete as possible. Having placeholders for results & conclusions is okay but outline those sections as best as the team can.

2. Final Draft: Week 9 COB

a. Submit your StoryMap FD and associated images in the same folder in the Creative Communication deliverable folder. 
Questions to think about: 

· Who is your audience? What story are you trying to tell?

Requirements: 
· What node is this project from?
· If you want to include the node in as an opening subtitle, use the following format: 
Ex: NASA DEVELOP | *node location* 

· For NASA Centers, use full name e.g. Goddard Space Flight Center

· For non-NASA Centers, use name format e.g. MA – Boston 

· Why did DEVELOP collaborate with this partner(s)? 

· What NASA EO’s and datasets were used?

· Cite any papers and mages used in the references section—these are best DEVELOP practices and available for partners to include/follow at their discretion
· All pictures and videos must be cited both in a reference section at the end AND on/under every image wherever they are in the StoryMap.  
· All images used must be in the public domain, have creative commons license, created by the team, or be shared directly and used with permission.

· Any image that your team did not take must have (1) an image credit (i.e. who took the photo), (2) an image source (i.e. the URL where the photo comes from), and (3) the name of the license if the image is creative commons.

· Have a media release form for anyone shown in your deliverable. This is only if their face, image, or likeness is identifiable in the image.

· If someone provided images/videos/audio for you to use, have them fill out the following statement for you to screenshot and include in your team's folder- "I ___(insert full name here)___ give the NASA DEVELOP ____(insert team name here)____ team permission to use _____ files for their public-facing deliverables, with attribution."

· If ESA data (e.g. Sentinel) was used, include the ESA/Sentinel Legal Statement at the end of the StoryMap:
· This material contains modified Copernicus Sentinel data (yyyy i.e. 2017), processed by ESA.  

· No Maxar, PlanetScope, or other commercial satellite imagery can be shared
· Do not include logos in your content document or images, partners may include their own but please leave that up to their discretion 
· NO CODE can be shown
Citations:
· First citation when the image appears: Under the image settings, use the ‘Attribution’ box to add a simple reference and automatically generate the (i) icon. These references must include the owner and the license
· General Example: “Image Credit: John Doe, CC 3.0”
· Modified references can be used for content created or provided by the team
· Media created by the team: “Image Credit: DEVELOP Bhutan Agriculture Team”
· Images from a team member: “Image Credit: DEVELOP Participant, John Doe”
· Second citation in the references section: Include an ‘Image Credits’ section at the end of your StoryMap where all images are cited in full APA format
References
· In APA 7 formatting, list all your image citations, datasets, and papers in alphabetical order.
StoryMap Suggested Structure: 
· Navigation Bar
· Your StoryMap should be broken up into distinct sections. Under the ‘Design’ tab, add a Navigation Bar at the top of your StoryMap.
· Introduction/ Background: Set the scene.
· This is a good place to put general background and to include a map of your study area!
· Community Concern
· Please explain the community concern. This will be similar or the same as what the team has in the tech paper or presentation! 
· Climax
· What issue is the project addressing? 
· Solution
· What EO’s and datasets is the team using? This is a good place to communicate what satellites, sensors, and data the team has used to address the partner’s concerns!
· Results/Conclusion
· How did the team help? What is the final take away of the project? What did the team find out? This is a great place to include any interesting results or maps from the project. Again, this will be content the team has already written for the tech paper or PowerPoint but will need to be adjusted for the target audience.
Submission Checklist
Review this checklist before your RD and FD submissions.

· The POC’s personal email is in the document. Use your non-AMA & NASA email for any needed communication after the term. 
· Make sure to mention:

· The Earth observations and datasets used 

· What node is your team from?

· Your partners

· NASA DEVELOP 

· No code is shown in the StoryMap. 
· If you are a continuation project, list the previous team members in the references section.  

· All images need to be cited with the image (image credit citation) and in the references section (full APA citation). 
· In the references, include creative commons licensing for images used, not just their URL.

· Legal statements are included in the references section. 
· If the team is using partner images, audio, or footage of the partners, you must get a Media Release Form and share it with the team’s Comm Team POC!

· Any recognizable individual in a video or image has a signed Media Release Form.
